HISTORY OF BALLROOM
DANCING IN THE USSR
AND RUSSIA

Ballroom dancing as a competitive event began in the
Soviet Union in 1957, when a competition took place in the
Hall of Columns of the House of Unions within the framework
of the World Festival of Young People and Students. Everything
here was for the first time: organization at such a high level,
invitation of foreign couples, including dancers from western
countries and a number of international judges.

In the 1960s a new age of ballroom dancing began in the
USSR and Russia. This is connected with creation of the first
dancing club in Russia in Moscow (at that time it was called
“a ballroom dancing school”) under the direction of Alexander
Degtyarenko (he used to be the head of a mass ballroom dancing
school). A studio created in 1962 at the Teachers’ Club used to
be called “Studio 62”; then was renamed to “Constellation” club.

In the 1960s ballroom dancing clubs were established in
other cities of the country. The first Moscow, All-Russian and
all-USSR competitions were organized at that time. In 1965
the Ministry of Culture of the RSFSR opened the First All-
Russian Competition of Ballroom Dancing Performers. It was
held by stages in different cities of Russia. The final stage of the
First Moscow Competition of Ballroom Dancing Performers
took place on April 18, 1965 in Gorky Central park of culture
and leisure.

Apart from traditional dances of the international
competition program there was also the obligatory soviet
program. It included dances of the peoples of the USSR, to be
more precise — ballroom folk dance pasticcio.

In 1972 the First All-USSR Ballroom Dancing Competition
with dances of the international program took place. It was held
in Moscow at the TsSKA Ice Arena among 180 participants.
The competition program consisted of several parts: the
international, historical and soviet ones. The First All-USSR
Competition has confirmed recognition of ballroom dances at
the level of the Union.

In 1975 the Second All-USSR Competition took place in
Kiev. A number of dancers took part in it. The competition
was held by several stages with elimination rounds. Stanislav
Popov and Lyudmila Popova were the winners. They showed
unconditional advantage both in the international and soviet
sections. From this point on the epoch of Stanislav Popov and
Lyudmila Popova has begun. This dancing couple has become a
legend of the Soviet ballroom dance.

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In 1971 Stanislav Popov and Lyudmila Popova organized
a dancing studio at the Palace of culture named after Gorky,
where a pleiad of excellent dancers was trained. The Moscow
school has established itself as a leader of the country and still
keeps its positions.

The year of 1975 was remarkable for official championships
of socialist countries. The first championship took place in
Karl-Marx-Stadt (GDR) though without soviet dancers. But
the next championship in 1976 was marked by not only the first
performance of soviet couples but also their excellent results.
In the European program Vidas and Dalya Kamaytis ranked
third and in the Latin program Stanislav Popov and Lyudmila
Popova were the third.

In 1979 in Moscow there was a great event — the first
championship of socialist countries in the Soviet Union. And
for the first time polka and rillio were included in the program.
Soviet dancers have showed fine results. The winners in the
European program were Vidas and Dalya Kamaytis; Stanislav
Popov and Lyudmila Popova were the first in the Latin program
and the program of 10 dances.

In the end of the 1970s ballroom dances made the first
steps from the sphere of culture to the sphere of sport. As a
result a line of “sport dance” has appeared in the Uniform sport
classification for 1977-1980.

The 1980s became a new stage: soviet couples regularly
take part in international tournaments in socialist countries.
From the end of the 1980s-beginning of the 1990s the
best couples of the country regularly represent the USSR
at official nonprofessional and professional tournaments.
Before this performances were irregular and involved only
professionals who received private invitations from the
organizers of tournaments. Amateurs didn’t have this right
before 1989.

In 1980-1981 the USSR teams competed with dancers from
Finland and Austria. And in 1988 in San Diego there was the
team competition of the USSR — Canada — the USA.

Inthe 1980s formation of the present Russian organizational
structure of ballroom dancing was in progress. Its basis is formed
by a club system, almost the same as in Germany and Italy.

The 1980s were remarkable for an important event in
the history of ballroom dancing: professional and amateur
organizations were established in the country; this fact has
allowed the USSR to reach the international level and enter
the international structure of international organizations of
that period. In its turn this allowed dancers to feel themselves
as participants of the united world dancing process.

In 1988 the Association of Professional Performers and
Ballroom Dancing Teachers and the Association of Ballroom
Dancing were established. In 1990s these organizations
were reorganized into the Russian Dancing Union and the
Federation of Dance Sport of Russia, respectively. The Russian
Dancing Union has become a full member of the international

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professional organization of WD&DSC (the World Dance and Dance Sport Council), and
the Federation of Dance Sport of Russia — a full-fledged member of the international amateur
organization of IDSF (the International Dance Sport Federation). From this time on dancers
and teachers in our country are divided into professionals and amateurs according to their
membership.

In December 1988 the First Moscow International Professional Contest took place at the
Small sport arena of “Luzhniki” with the leading dance duets of the world. The tournament was
organized by Stanislav Popov and Lyudmila Popova, who have finished their dancing career
with a slow waltz. 20 years in the couple is a very large period in life and career. In this period
there were many performances of the couple — almost one hundred at international amateur
tournaments and a number at the professional ones.

The last decades of the 20th century-the beginning of the millennium are marked by
vigorous activity of Russia in the international dancing community. In the second half of the
1990s Russian professionals and amateurs have begun to win their way at the largest world
tournaments. The appropriate system of tournaments was formed in our country starting from
the level of clubs to the all-Russian level. Apart from annual official championships of all age
categories other large competitions such as Russian Open, Spartak Cup and others are held.
The first world champions have appeared in Russia.

In the professional sphere national and international tournaments with the participation
of sport dancing stars are held in this period (the Third Moscow International Contest in 1992,
the Fourth Moscow International Contest in 1994, starting from 1995 — the World Cups).

In the beginning of the 21st century Russian professionals continued to strengthen their
position in the world dance. For the first time Russian professionals Sergey Ryupin and Elena
Khvorova have come through to the final of the World Latin Championship in 2000, ranked
third in the European Championship in 2002 and won the Latin Secway in 2003. For the first
time the Russian couple of Dmitry Timokhin and Anna Bezikova has reached the final of the
Blackpool Latin Festival (2003). For the first time Russian professionals took part in a team
competition at the Blackpool Festival (2002).

In 2003 for the first time Stanislav Popov, the President of the Russian Dancing Union,
was elected vice-president of the World Dance and Dance Sport Council (WD&DSC).

In September 1967 the first ballroom dancing school in Omsk was opened at “Neftyanik”
Palace of culture. Sergey Vasilyevich Podkozhurnikov, the laureate of all-Russian contests of
ballroom dancing performers, is the organizer and the first head of the school (afterwards the
head of a dance group).

In July 1968 the first seminar on European and Latin dances took place in Omsk under the
direction of Vladimir Georgiyevich Pavlov, the famous Leningrad teacher.

By August 1968 there were 10 couples in the first cast of the group; the best of them
became teachers of the ballroom dancing school, the only one in Omsk at that time. The staff
was very popular. “Dance with us” Omsk TV-program with the participation of this group was
the favorite program of young people.

In October 1968 Omsk couples visited the city of Novosibirsk to take part in the first
contest “The Golden Valley” of the international program. In the same year in December the
first city competition with 40 couples took place in Omsk.

In the 1970s the dance group couples visited Novosibirsk for the third zonal all-Russian
contest.

The group’s name comes from the dance of “Irtysh sunrises” created by Valery Grogolev
who is the organizer of the first children ballroom dancing school in Omsk.

In April 1972 the group won the zonal contest in the city of Tomsk and became a laureate.
Valery Morozov and Alla Morozova were the first among 98 couples and obtained a prizeas
the most music and artistic couple. Omsk couples Valery Lozhnikov/Tatiana Lozhnikova and
Alexey Berezhnoi/Olga Berezhnaya ranked second and third, respectively.

For the second time in March 1975 the group became a laureate at the fifth zonal all-
Russian ballroom dancing contest in the city of Krasnoyarsk, the couples of Sergey Kondratyev /
Elena Andreeva, Yury Zamkovoi/Natalya Pashkova and Mikhail Akifyev/Irina Vins obtained
grateful letters.

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In the end of the 1970s young people were interested in disco
dances, and ballroom dancing groups have increased. The next generation
of dancers has come; Nikolay Klyushin and Elvira Satysheva (Sharipova)
were the leading couple of the end of the 1980s, the first couple in Omsk
of “A” class. Igor Lavrov and Valentina Shebitko (Shuraeva) have taken
up leading positions in the European dancing program.

In the beginning and middle of the 1980s there were two strong
clubs in Omsk that always competed with each other at different
dancing contests. These are the ballroom dancing groups of “Irtysh
sunrises” (“Neftyanik” Palace of culture, the head is Valery Morozov)
and “Snowdrop” (“Textilshchik” Palace of culture), later “Carnival”
(“Shinnik” Palace of culture, the heads are Olga Berezhnaya and Anatoly
Berezhnot).

At this time Omsk ballroom dancing had been replenished by
those pupils who made it famous in the world. Among them are Elena
Khvorova and Sergey Ryupin from the city of Surgut, the champions in
the professional Latin program (secway). Apart from that Omsk dancing
school can be proud of its pupils, such as Maria Tzaptashvili who won
the championship of Russia several times, the finalist and winner of the
largest international competitions; Anna Firstova — the champion of
Russia more than once, the finalist and prize winner of the world and
European championships (now she and her partner are at the top of the
world rating of the amateur International Dance Sport Federation IDSF).
Evgeny Imrekov — the winner and runner-up of the biggest international
and Russian contests.

“Snowdrop” dancing club has trained a pleaid of talented teachers
who form the basis of the club dancing system of Omsk region: Evgeny
Kobzarev/Elena Kobzareva, Ruslan Sharipov/Elvira Sharipova, Sergey

In 1998 the professional couple of Igor Lavrov and
Valeria Bigbaeva organized the first professional Grand
Prix tournament at “Omskshina” Palace of culture with the
participation of professionals from Siberia and the Far East. The
competition has turned out to be very popular, and professional
tournaments took place in Omsk many times.

The All-Russian Grand Prix of 1999 has attracted the
leading couples of the country. The winners were Sergey
Duvanov/Svetlana Tveryanovich, the famous Moscow duet.

In 2000 and 2001 there were professional Grand Prizes
in Omsk region. These contests were very popular, and
Russian championships took place in 2002-2004 in Omsk at
“Omskshina” Palace of culture.

Fame of Omsk championships and their level have increased.
In 2005 the Russian championship took place at Sports and
Concert Complex named after V. Blinov. 6 thousand spectators
have come, which is another demonstration of popularity of
ballroom dancing in our region. In a year a dancing show with
the participation of Maria Tzaptashvili and Denis Kuznetzov,
the eminent ballroom dancers, and “Vera” Russian famous
formation dancing group, took place at the same complex.
In 2007 the Russian Professional Championship was held at
Sports and Concert Complex named after V. Blinov. And again
the contest has attracted much interest of Omskovites and the
dancing public of Russia.

On May 2, 2008 the European Championship took place at
“Arena-Omsk” multifunctional sports complex. The contest was
sponsored by the esthetic medicine clinic of “Rassvet” sanatorium
and Natela Polezhaeva, the head doctor of the sanatorium. The
European Championship has attracted 10 thousand spectators :‘Z’Z,’;’:'}‘Ifg]gﬁ g
and become a new age in organization of dancing events in Omsk
region. Alexander Berezin and Viktoria Rudkovskaya have won
the continental championship. It should be mentioned that Omsk
professionals Yury Grekov and Anastasia Petrova have come
through to the final. Foreign guests, dancers and Omsk spectators
were impressed by the atmosphere of the European Championship
and its organization. Great Omsk Academic Symphony Orchestra
under the guidance of chief conductor Dmitry Vasilyev has
adorned the Championship. The idea of holding the 2009 World
Championship at ‘Arena-Omsk” was discussed at the 2008
European Championship underthe direction of the World Dancing
Council. An application to hold the world championship in our
region was filed, and the World Dancing Council has decided to
accept the proposal, which is a follow-up of ballroom dancing and
